	MPS
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	MPS name should be on the icon. Include a satellite symbol.  AceMPS is used to plan satellite actions.

	FDT
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	FDT name should be on the icon. 
Include a satellite symbol.  AceFDT module is used to plan satellite motions.

	AD
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	AD name should be on the icon. 
Include a satellite symbol.  AD module is used to plan satellite attitude.

	OD
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	OD name should be on the icon.  Include a satellite symbol. OD module is used for satellite orbit design/determination.

	KF
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	KF name should be on the icon.  Include a satellite symbol. KF module is used to configure /monitor the Kalman Filter that helps predict accurately.
