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Online, there are potentially millions of authors writing about millions of topics each day. It can be very difficult to keep track of without some type of automated system. And that's where RSS comes in. Really Simple Syndication (RSS) is an easy way for Web sites to share headlines and stories from other sites. Web surfers can use sophisticated news readers to surf these headlines using RSS aggregators.

Right now, RSS is used as a channel for news which is created once and seen by all who have `syndicated` to a particular feed. There is a lack of filtering of information based on who sees it.

For my class project, I plan to design and implement a system where a single RSS post is created but the content is filtered based on authentication of the user.

The plan is to build/ use following modules for the project:

· RSS creator – Creates RSS feeds

· RSS aggregator and RSS reader with user authentication.

· LDAP for authentication of users. Based on the class of user, s/he will be able to see only parts of the original feed.
· Authentication of client and secure transfer of data from server to client browser.
